Guidelines for safe, legal cutting of Christmas trees on State land identified above:
¢ No permit or fee is required
e Properly identify land ownership where you intend to cut your tree. If you have any
guestions regarding land ownership, consult your local Division of Forestry and Fire
Protection area office.
One tree per household
Personal use only — trees may not be sold
Trees must be less than 15 feet tall
Cut whole trees, DO NOT TOP
Cut stumps as low as possible
Protect seedlings so we can have future Christmas trees!
Respect private property
