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MANAGEMENT UNIT 2: North of Nelchina River
Background

This management unit includes land along the Glenn Highway north of the Nelchina
River and south of Slide Mountain. Most of the unit is state owned although several
privately owned parcels are located along the Glenn Highway. There are several homes
along the highway including a small community near the Little Nelchina Lodge. To the
north is the Nelchina Public Use Area.

Management Intent

The plan proposes that 500 acres of land be offered for private ownership. Land
not transferred into private ownership should be managed for multiple use,
particularly forestry and wildlife habitat. The area remains open to mineral entry,
although land offerings would be closed to mineral location before disposal. The
land offering should ensure that access is retained to Slide Mountain, which contains
numerous paleontological artifacts and fossils. Land within 1/4 mile of the Nelchina
River should be retained in public ownership to protect the integrity of the river
corridor.

Management Guidelines

Settlement Area. The DNR Area Forester will work with the Division of Land and
Water Management (DLWM) to identify commercial forest lands and avoid disposal of
these stands to the extent possible. Access routes to areas south of the Nelchina
River also should be reserved for future use.

Gravel Pits. Existing gravel pits and areas identified on the management unit
map as having high potential for sand and gravel will be retained in public
ownership.

The complete set of management guidelines is presented in Chapter 2. Any of the
guidelines could apply to uses within this management unit; however, guidelines that
are most likely to apply are:
